The course is currently running successfully as a POL 350 / GEND 350 topics course. To accommodate both POL and GEND students, it is more appropriate to be 200-level course as 300-level political science courses require political science pre-requisites, which would discourage GEND students, and since the recent revision of the POL major, some 200-level POL courses can now count toward the major. Moreover, since we cover many regions and countries around the world, we rely less on traditional political science theories, which are taught in the POL intro courses, and so the material can be more introductory which better suits a 200-level numbering.

This course offers an introduction to gender and global politics. We will cover global issues, such as women’s political participation around the world, with social movements, women as voters and candidates, concepts of gender and conflict. We will examine how these issues are at play in specific countries. This course will allow us to not only evaluate broad global trends but also build knowledge about women and gender in various regions and countries. It is an interdisciplinary course that will also acquaint students with some of the basic tools and theories that social scientists use to understand political trends.
