Prerequisite: PSYC 110, PSYC 221 or PSYC 221W, PSYC 254, and 45 completed credits that include 4 additional PSYC credits.

PSYC 454 Adult Psychopathology (4)
Students examine theoretical and evidence-based assessment, diagnostic, etiological, and treatment issues among adults (age 18+) with a range of psychological disorders.
Prerequisite: PSYC 110, PSYC 221 or PSYC 221W, PSYC 254, and 45 completed credits that include 4 additional PSYC credits.
Offered: Annually
PSYC 471 - Practicum in Behavioral Health Studies (4)
Students practice intervention strategies, with emphasis on self-awareness and self-assessment. Observation and evaluation is conducted by the practicum supervisor. 5 contact hours.
Prerequisite: Acceptance into the B.S. in chemical dependency/addiction studies program and PSYC 351 and PSYC 452.
