	[bookmark: Rationale]The purpose of this proposal is to rename the Statistical Modeling minor to Data Science Minor and make changes to its course requirements. The name change will make sure that there is a clear connection between the data science major and its corresponding minor.  The current name can cause confusion as it is a minor without an immediately recognizable major. The change in course requirements is intended to offer more flexibility and easier access to the minor while aligning it with current proposed changes to the data science major.

We are adding CSCI 157 to guarantee that students experience a basic computer programing course and offering a choice of DATA 345 or DATA 445 since these courses are no longer a sequence in the data science major; we would like the change to be reflected in the minor. 

This will benefit students in the BS in computer science, business majors in general, and others in the STEM field. 

It is important to note that the major similarity between the proposed minor in data science and the existing minor in data analytics is the use of the term “data”.  The two minors have very distinct focus: the proposed data science minor offers a solid background in the mathematical content that underpins the acquisition and analysis of data while the data analytics minor is geared towards certification in the use of software and proficiency in the user aspects of data systems.
