	[bookmark: Rationale]The Music in Performance BM currently requires MUS 360 Seminar in Music Literature, which functions as a sort of academic capstone in the program.  The department uses another course, PFA 461W Senior Seminar, as a capstone in the BA program.  In recent years the department has substituted PFA 461W for MUS 360 in order to accommodate schedules and low enrollment.  Since both courses are similar in that they focus on students developing individual projects, we feel the curricular goals of MUS 360 are met by PFA 461W and add the latter course as an option to the former in the program requirements. This will mean those students selecting this option will have one more total credit for the program as PFA 461W is a 3 credit course and MUS 360 only 2 credits (though it has 3 contact hours). The department plans a larger revision of its programs in the coming year which will address this.
