	[bookmark: outcomes]Critical and Creative Thinking
	Gen Ed.
	Students will develop critical and creative thinking skills in numerous ways in this course—most especially via small and large-group discussions of persuasive texts and discussions of their own written work. They will learn to analyze and interpret information from multiple perspectives, question assumptions and conclusions, and understand the impact of biases on thinking and learning, including their own. In the first unit of the nature/environment course, for example, students will think critically and creatively about the conceptual information about rhetoric and persuasion they are learning from the key course text (Words Like Loaded Pistols). In the second and third units, they’ll think critically and creatively as they apply the rhetorical framework they’ve learned to analyze, examine and compare, persuasive texts.

	Written Communication
	Gen Ed.
	Students will build on and extend written communication skills and knowledge developed in other courses, including First Year Seminar and especially in First-Year Writing (FYW). In particular, students will further develop the rhetorical knowledge they learned in FYW, gaining a more thorough understanding of rhetoric and rhetorical analysis.

Students will engage in frequent, low-stakes/write-to-learn activities, composed in Blackboard and shared in small and large groups in and out of class. Here, students will use writing as a tool for critical thinking and to explore and compare course content and ideas. 

Students will also engage in high-stakes/formal writing as they produce an argument essay that analyzes the persuasive texts of a single American persuader within the social/cultural/historical context of his/her time. Here, students will draw on and further develop the writing process skills and knowledge they learned and practiced in First-Year Writing.

	Research Fluency and Information Literacy
	Gen Ed.
	Students will build on and extend skills of research fluency and information literacy developed in earlier courses, especially First-Year Writing and First-Year Seminar. The major research undertaking of the course is the second paper, in which students conduct secondary research to examine and place the text they are analyzing within its social/ historical/cultural context. Via this assignment students will work to develop a research question; identify, access, evaluate, and ethically use information appropriate to their inquiry; effectively incorporate the words and ideas of sources into their work in ways that help to achieve their goals; and correctly format their writing and cite their sources according to appropriate guidelines (i.e. APA or MLA).

	Oral Communication
	Gen Ed.
	Students will have numerous opportunities to learn to speak in “a clearly expressed, purposefully, and carefully organized way” in this course. There will be low-stakes opportunities to do so, including class discussions and small group work. There will also be high-stakes opportunities, in the form of the rhetoric practice assignment and the rhetorical analysis assignments.

	Collaborative Work

	There will be many opportunities for students to build on and develop collaborative skills in this course, beginning with the first assignment, where students will work together as a team to organize and lead a discussion of a visual persuasive text. This assignment will provide the clearest opportunity to “design and implement a strategy to achieve a team goal.” Aside from this, students will also collaborate with one another during workshops to improve their written work and during small group work in class, when asked to complete small tasks together as a team.

Unit I: Introduction to Persuasion and Persuasive Analysis (weeks 1-6)
In this unit, students will read and write about Sam Leith’s book Words Like Loaded Pistols: Rhetoric from Aristotle to Obama (no, I don’t like the title either but it’s one of the few books I’ve found that provides a concise and engaging introduction to persuasive rhetoric and rhetorical analysis). This unit will lay the conceptual foundation for the work of the rest of the semester. Students will engage with the book mainly through low-stakes writing, quizzes, and class discussion. They will apply their new learning through the Rhetoric Practice Assignment, where they will work in small groups to present a visual text and lead a discussion of the role of rhetoric and persuasion in that text. 
Unit II: Close Studies of Natural and Environmental Persuasion (weeks 7-12)
In this unit, students will examine, analyze, and compare a range of persuasive texts along historical and cultural lines. They will choose one such text to focus on in greater detail and research and write a rhetorical analysis paper examining the persuasive strategies deployed in and rhetorical effectiveness of the text. 
Unit III: Becoming American Persuaders on Behalf of Planet Earth (weeks 13-15)
During this final unit, students will return to the visual texts examined during the first unit and study them in order to compose a brief, 1-2 minute Tik Tok-style persuasive visual text that advocates on behalf of a local natural/environmental issue or concern.
