	We propose to change the prerequisite language to say: HPE 409 and SPED 333 or consent of department chair.

Within the current language, the prerequisite states HPE 409 and SPED 433 with a minimum grade of B-; or consent of department chair. Since this prerequisite was written, we have noticed students are sufficiently prepared to take HPE 415 after SPED 333 and HPE 409. In addition, SPED 433 teaches lesson planning, instruction and assessment to address the strengths/needs of students with exceptionalities, which is also taught in HPE 415, with a content focus on physical education. Lastly, SPED 433 is NOT listed as a required course in the PE program, therefore students were required to take a course outside of their program of study.

Changing the prerequisite from SPED 433 to SPED 333 will reduce redundancy and eliminate a course that students were taking that did not count towards their major.
