POL 240 Model UN will potentially involve travel to competitions, pending funding, which makes large classes difficult in anticipation of such traveling, but also in other ways outlined below. As such, POL 240 needs to be capped at 10 students.

The benefits of being able to travel are major: traveling to competition will allow students to implement many of the skillsets that they work on during the course, such as ethical reasoning (understanding the ethical traditions of other cultures and states); critical thinking (advocating for the goals of these states); global understanding (developing an understanding of the relationships among nations and individuals through interaction), research fluency (accessing, evaluating, and using research on international issues from the perspective of multiple countries), written communication (drafting issue and country reports), oral communication (defending and advocating for policy positions), collaborative work (working as a team at the competition), civic knowledge (engagement in international and transnational political fora), and diplomacy (building international and intercultural connections through negotiation and deep understanding of world affairs). 

The challenges of raising grant money and interstate travel make large classes logistically difficult and pedagogically challenging. Moreover, even during semesters when travel is not possible, the course is an intensive workshop where students participate in rapidly organized, historical, and current global simulations, designed to increase the speed and accuracy with which they research, report, and respond to evolving crises. A larger class could not accomplish the intensive weekly simulations in which we engage nor accommodate the kind of intensive skill building that the course engenders.
