	[bookmark: Rationale]This proposes removing the course prerequisites for HPE 307: Introduction to Epidemiology, which are HPE 102 and HPE 202 and 30 credit hours or consent of department chair and replacing them with the more flexible: “satisfaction of the RIC Mathematics Milestone” as the prerequisite. 

HPE 307 or Introduction to epidemiology focuses on patterns or disease and/or health conditions, their determinants or risk factors including such attributes as income, occupation, education, experiences of racism, traumatic experiences, place of birth/residence, social unrest, access to basic resources, and a variety of attributes which would not be considered “health-related” in a traditional sense. This course purports to equip students with the scientific tools, mindset, and rigor needed to study disparities in health status and every aspect of our lives. Students are encouraged to consider the myriad of forces—social, structural, institutional, political-- shaping life trajectories. Furthermore, HPE 307 provides an overview of quantitative research methods and study designs, which albeit labeled “epidemiological” are applicable to various disciplines.   

Although HPE 102 (Human Health & Disease) and HPE 202W (Community/Public Health and Health Promotion) provide a foundation for health and diseases and public health, those are not imperative for success in HPE 307 because here specific diseases are not the primary focus. Rather, the aim is to provide a toolbox which can allow an examination of any health condition, and other aspects of human condition affecting populations. The health-related concepts that will be needed for this course will be provided in the course itself. However, having satisfied RIC’s Math milestone will set up students nicely for the quantitative aspects of this course. This change will also make this more accessible and useful to students beyond Community and Public Health Promotion (CPHP) major or the HPE Dept., opening the doors for students in nursing, social work, health sciences, social sciences, and anyone interested. 

It has become difficult to run this course every fall and spring, so we are switching when offered to “annually” to allow for greater flexibility, but also adding “Summer if needed as hybrid/online.” to let students know this is also a possibility.
