	[bookmark: student_impact]Except for CURR 410 (which will simply be replaced by WLDE 201), none of these courses are required, and mostly either electives or no longer required. They do not significantly reduce student choice and there was no plan to offer them again, anyhow.

	A.6. Impact on other programs 
	[bookmark: prog_impact]ARTE 303 is used as a prerequisite for ARTE 404 so that needs revising, and ARTE 301 can be substituted. CURR 410 is a required course in the RITE program but can be replaced by WLED 201 Introduction to World Languages Education which is offered more frequently and satisfies that program requirement. MLED 340 was one of the older group of four courses that satisfied the Middle School level certification, that were all replaced several years ago by three new courses, MLED 330 has already been deleted so no one can get this set, so MLED 310 and MLED 320 should also be deleted. The ECED courses being deleted were all part of an older version of the ECED program, now taught out. HPE 404 is an elective in both the graduate level Health Education MEd. (so the graduate committee chair has been informed), and an elective in the Wellness and Exercise Science program. COMM 356 is an elective in the Liberal Studies program, DANC 324 is a Dance major and minor elective, FILM 378 and FILM 379 are electives in the Film Studies major and minor, GLOB 356 an elective in the INGOs minor and the Secondary Ed. Social Studies program. MATH 418 is used as an elective in both the Mathematics BA and the Computer Science BS. The deletions of PHIL 357, 358 and 359 entail the deletion of the Philosophy department's Minor in the History of Philosophical Thought, which the Philosophy Departmental Advisory Committee has approved. They do not affect the other Philosophy minors or the major. ITAL 330 was a prereq. for ITAL 404, but that is also being deleted. PORT 301 is an optional prerequisite for MLAN 400, PORT 420W and PORT 460W, but we can add in PORT 303 in its place. HIST 317 is cross-listed with POL 317 and SOC 317, so needs to be deleted from their descriptions where it notes students cannot take credit for both.
