With the creation of new Anatomy and Physiology I and II courses, we propose revising the Health Sciences BS curriculum to incorporate these changes.

BIOL 108, 111, 112, 231 and 335 will be deleted as program requirements and BIOL 201, 202, 203 and 204 will replace them—total credits will be reduced on most of them as indicated in the total credit counts listed in section E.

CSCI 101 Introduction to Computer Science is still in the catalog for the Dental Hygiene Completion and Respiratory Therapy Completion degrees. We would like to change this to CSCI 102 Computer Fundamentals for Cybersecurity, which is one more credit so adds to those totals.

We also propose the removal of CHEM 310 as a requirement for the Medical Laboratory Sciences concentration, while adding a choice of BIOL 429 or BIOL 431, where previously BIOL 429 was the only option, which will reduce this program overall by 8 credits. These are changes are to facilitate scheduling and permit earlier application for clinical and do not affect the rigor of the program. These courses are not required for accreditation.

Technically the Dental Hygiene Completion and Respiratory Therapy Completion programs had a hidden prerequisite in the form of BIOL 108, which has now been eliminated with the deletion of BIOL 231 and 335.  So these can be completed now with three less credits (given the additional credit moving from CSCI 101 to CSCI 102).
