Delete the Health Education Bachelor of Science program - CIP 13.1307 Health Education.

Nearly all of RIC students seeking a BS degree leading to All Grades Teacher Certification in three areas - Physical Education, Adapted Physical Education and Health Education currently earn their BS Degree in Education and Human Development with a major in Physical Education and a major in Health Education.  We call them “Double Majors.”  

Students in the Health Education and Physical Education Programs currently don’t earn their BS in PE or HE, but rather in “Education and Human Development”.  The recommended change would recognize that students have earned a degree in Health and Physical Education (a revision of the PE program). This will have a positive impact on professional credibility and degree clarity. Moreover, job applications and resumes will be easily reviewed by potential employers.

[bookmark: _Int_tdyo1sBT]The HPE Department proposes deleting the Health Education program as there has been on average only one student graduating from this single program in the past 10 years (RIC alumni data - available upon request).  There are currently zero students in the single HE program, and zero students intended to be in the single HE program.

Why delete Health Education and revise Physical Education and not vice versa?  Based on admissions data over the last ten years, twice as many students are accepted/admitted for PE than for HE.  (RIC Enrollment data available upon request). 

RIDE understands and approves.  RIDE agreed to allow this change to the PE program and to one HPE program for program approval purposes.  For years the two programs have been tasked with writing two program reports, as if there were any significant number of PE Only or HE Only students enrolled in the individual programs.  This revision will condense the process into one program report.

Simultaneously, but on a different form, we propose changing the name of the Physical Education program to Health and Physical Education, and absorbing the Health Education courses students take for the double major into the joint program.

Several courses are being absorbed into the revised Physical Education Program.  Some courses will be deleted all together.  Here is a list of courses being deleted related to the Health Education Program Deletion.

We are proposing the deletion of HPE 326. 
There will be no need for HPE 326 Assessment in Health Education as it is being combined with HPE 325 (currently titled Assessment in Physical Education and proposed as Assessment in Health and Physical Education) as explained in HPE 325 course revision proposal. 
 
We are proposing the deletion of HPE 422W Student Teaching Seminar in Health Education.  There will be no need for HPE 422W as it is being combined with HPE 423W Student Teaching Seminar in Physical Education (to be newly titled Seminar in Health and Physical Education) as explained in HPE 423W course revision proposal.   If there is no health education program, there is no need for a stand-alone health education seminar. 

We are proposing the deletion of HPE 424W Student Teaching in Health Education.  There will be no need for HPE 424W as it is being combined with HPE 425W Student Teaching in Physical Education (to be newly titled Student Teaching: Health and Physical Education) as explained in HPE 425W course revision proposal.  If there is no health education program, there is no need for a stand-alone health education student teaching course. 

We are proposing the deletion of HPE 434 Student Teaching in Health Education Capstone.  There will be no need for HPE 434 as there will be no health education program or stand-alone student teaching in health education.
