The current programs, History Secondary Education and Social Studies Secondary Education, will be merged into one major. This is under a 25% revision. -Beth	Comment by Ender, Tommy: Thanks, Beth. I made some minor edits. Otherwise, this reads very well. 

The two standalone programs, Social Studies Secondary Education (SED) and History SED will be merged to one program, History/Social Studies SED. The state of Rhode Island has one certification category, Secondary Education Social Studies, which encompasses content from the two disciplines (Social Studies and History). Rather than offering two separate programs, we will combine the two disciplines into one certification pathway to ensure teacher candidates are immersed in the four pillars of the new (2023-24) Rhode Island K-12 Social Studies Standards: History, Civics and Government, Geography, and Economics. These changes ultimately strengthen this teacher education preparation program. 


Additionally, MLED 230 has been added to the program pathway. The course, focusing on middle grades, strengthens the students’ knowledge of theories and pedagogies of middle school teaching. MLED 230 will complement SED 314, since SED 314 is centered on middle school Social Studies student teaching and will help achieve necessary hours in a middle school setting. Moreover, this revised pathway should increase undergraduate 4-year graduation rates and ensure HOPE Scholarship recipients remain eligible for their awards.  This reduces the total number of credits from 136 to 120-124. Courses removed from the revised version are no longer required for content development to prepare for teaching the new Rhode Island K-12 Social Standards.
