1. Lower the number of credits for completion.
2. Make sure that students acquire skills desired by employers.
3. Continue to uphold the requirements of our accreditor, the National Association of Schools of Art and Design (NASAD):

“Upon completion of the major, graduates must have attained the following:
a. A general knowledge of the monuments and principal artists of all major art periods of the past, including a broad understanding of the art of the twentieth century and acquaintance with the art history of non-Western cultures. This knowledge should be augmented by study in greater depth and precision of several cultures and periods in the history of art and concentration in at least one area to the advanced seminar level. Study at the advanced level should include theory, analysis, and criticism.
b. A general knowledge of world history.
c. Knowledge of the tools and techniques of scholarship. Active research and the writing of analytical and critical essays should continue throughout the program.
d. Functional knowledge of the creative process. Normally, this is accomplished through one or more foundation or other studio courses; however, there are many methods of ensuring this competence.
3. The student should achieve adequate mastery of at least one foreign language to support research through the reading of primary source materials.”

Towards this end, we are
1. Removing the 12 credits of cognates;
2. Reducing the number of studio classes; students may take ART 101 or 104 instead of both;
3. Offering as an alternative to ART 107: Foundations in Digital Media – which requires both Art 101 and 104 as pre-requisites – COMM 244: Digital Media Lab, or COMM 220: Digital Audio Production – all courses that offer desirable job skills;
4. Reducing the number of 300-level courses while continuing to require Art 337: Studies in Modern and Contemporary Art;
5. Including Art 262: Encounters with Global Art as an option in the major;
6. Retaining the same number of high-impact learning modes of seminars and reading and research classes;
7. Adding a language requirement (previously encouraged in cognates). NB: The requirement will be waived for students entering with the required level of language skills, e.g., native speakers.
