	[bookmark: Rationale]Revise HPE 325 Assessment in Physical Education to Assessment in Health and Physical Education.  
The department currently has two 2-credit assessment courses, one in physical education assessment and one in health education assessment. 
 
A combination (HE and PE) course is something that was offered until 2019 when HPE 325 Assessment in Health and Physical Education was separated into two 2-credit courses (HPE 325 – the PE course and HPE 326 – the HE course) so that students would learn assessment unique to each discipline.  However, the department now recognizes that one 3-credit course, modified from 2019 would be the best, most efficient and effective way to deliver the content. 
 
In HPE 325 (PE) and HPE 326 (HE), there are valuable learning experiences on the specific assessment writing, implementation and evaluation strategies unique to Physical Education and to Health Education, however, there is also overlap of core foundational concepts of assessment and evaluation in general, and combining the two 2-credit courses would allow students to learn the foundational content and skills once, while still retaining the applications unique to the two disciplines.  

There was also thought that students choosing to major in Physical Education OR Health Education would need an assessment course unique to their chosen field, however, the amount of overlap between the fields causes the two separated courses to be redundant. This change will provide candidates with the opportunity to engage in assessment through the lenses of both HE and PE professionals ultimately encouraging the transferability of skills
