	[bookmark: Rationale]There are several compelling reasons to approve this proposal.

[bookmark: _Int_ivWcSgwS]Nearly all RIC students seeking a BS degree leading to All Grades Teacher Certification in three licensure areas (Physical Education, Adapted Physical Education and Health Education) currently earn their BS Degree in Education and Human Development with a major in PE and a major in HE.  We call them “Double Majors.” The HPE Department is proposing to change the name of the Physical Education program to Health and Physical Education, and absorbing the HE courses students take for the double major into the Physical Education program. 

The reality for prospective and enrolled students and their families has been an academic path unavailable on the RIC Website, in the Catalog and on a Rhode Map.  Students and families have never had access to what the double major program consists of because it is not a program, but a combination of courses from two programs.  If the PE program is revised, the articulation of what the requirements and timeline are will be publishable and available.  This will help with program transparency. 

The current double major including general education is 146 credits and takes 4.5 years.  The revised program will be 125 credits and take 4 years.  

The current PE program is 79 credits (and goes up to 122 credits with Gen Ed.). The newly named HPE program is 97 credits (and can be completed in 125 credits with the revised Gen Ed. as three courses can double-count).  This is less than a 25% change in the program so should not need OPC approval.

We are requesting the committee approve this change as the students are earning multiple teacher licenses, and students would save a semester of college and 24 credits with this revision.

Due to the length of the current double major, prospective students and families often choose URI instead of RIC, although URI does not offer the high-quality program that RIC does.  Our RIC programs are fully approved by RIDE, whereas URI’s programs are not.  However, students and families still choose URI over RIC because they offer a 4-year program.  Our proposed program would maintain its quality but lose its length.  

This proposal also requests permission to reorganize the listing of courses in the catalog.  Take out “activities courses” description as it sounds as if they are courses where students just play, and not courses that teach how to engage students in developmentally appropriate movements.  Additionally, it is confusing to students to understand why/how the courses are grouped, for example why SPED 333 and TESL 401 are cognates, but not FNED 101 or FNED 246.  It is also unclear why some courses are listed as “professional courses” when other courses could be listed as such.  This category is simply not necessary.  It would be clearer and simpler for the student to reorganize the listing as we suggest (see below in side-by-side view). This would also be similar to other majors on campus.

[bookmark: _Int_BaUcDfFP]As academic advising is shifting, this clearer and above-board HPE program of study will allow academic advising center staff to onboard students, as well as create a smooth transition between the academic liaison and the HPE advisor. 

The External Advisory Board of the Health and Physical Education Department fully supports the revision. This includes several former students now teaching in the field, as well as our field placement partners and those who employ our graduates. These all support these revisions as being the best path forward for the most effective preparation.

The retention requirements in the catalog copy were already approved earlier this year.

	[bookmark: student_impact]The students would benefit in the following ways:
1. Much more clarity regarding what their degree is in. In job searching and in their career path, a degree in Health and Physical Education instead of a degree in Education and Human Development is much more informative and in line with what school districts advertise for and hire.  
2. A degree in Health AND Physical Education would make the students more marketable. 
3. Students would be taking the same courses as they are currently in the double major, but the name change would best reflect their coursework and degree.
4. Significantly reduce the number of credits to graduate in the current double major sequence (with Gen. Eds.) from 146 to 125.
5. The students would graduate in four years instead of 4.5 or more.  This has many of its own benefits, such as: increase in enrollment; lesser financial burden for students/families; able to enter the workforce earlier; a more competitive program to another similar 4-year HPE program in the State; and eligibility for the HOPE Scholarship.
6. Any student majoring in PE only (currently less than 8 students), will still be able to take the courses they need to complete.
