We found that students did not get enough time to master lesson planning and assessment procedures that they require to be successful in their classrooms. Therefore, we are creating one 4-credit course that focuses on planning and assessments, but also includes some of the key themes from SED 201 and SED 202. We are requesting the deletion of SED 201 & 202 and replacing them with a new course SED 206 

Returning back to a semester-long class will fit the prevailing pattern of other RIC classes. Students who have not yet taken SED 201 and 202 will take the new SED 206 which will be substituted for those requirements in their programs.
