The description will also be updated. Prerequisites will be changed as follows:

The new prerequisite for FILM 373 Topics in Film Production
will be FILM 218 Foundations in Film Production instead of FILM 372 Preproduction.

The new prerequisite for FILM 374 Advanced Narrative Film Production
Will be FILM 372 Preproduction instead of FILM 373 Topics in Film Production.

The new prerequisite for FILM 375 Advanced Documentary Film Production,
FILM 376 Advanced Experimental Film Production, and FILM 377 Film Production: Animation will be FILM 372 Preproduction or FILM 373 Topics in Film Production instead of only FILM 373.

Film Studies is also seeking to modify two advanced production courses. We would like to change the title of FILM 377 to “Film Production: Animation” instead of “Film Production: 2D Animation.” FILM 378 Film Production: 3D Animation was deleted along with FILM 379 (#23-24-030) and we aim to consolidate what is currently FILM 377 and FILM 378 into FILM 377, with an updated description to suit.

We are also making FILM 374 Advanced Narrative Film Production a repeatable course for credit, which simply needs the note at the bottom of the major and minor to be amended to include this option. FILM 373 already has that addition, but it is not in the current catalog description so that is also being added in. No changes to the program totals.
