In this proposal, we are creating a new course for the Youth Development BA program that will be a part of the new Social Justice Youth Leadership cognate.  NOTE: program revision form submitted for YDEV BA reflecting this.

In this one-credit course, we can offer timely investigations into current topics in youth development that are not otherwise covered in the YDEV program.  For example, we imagine a course on Restorative Justice (a model used to resolve conflicts in some youth spaces.  We could offer a course on arts-based youth programming, or mental health first aid.  Each of these topics would provide YDEV students with additional content to enhance the power of their degree.

Modeled after ENST 350, we want this to be a TOPICS course so that it can reflect the most pressing issues faced by youth workers today.  With the topics designation, we would not be bound to one area of study.  We would offer the class once per academic year, and because it is a 450, we could open it to graduate students as well.  While a requirement in the YDEV BA program, it does not need to be limited to YDEV students – we imagine topics would also be of interest to students in Social Work, teacher preparation programs in FSEHD, or Gender and Women’s studies to name a few.
