The proposed revisions to the ELED BA program are designed to:

1. Align the ELED Science with Middle Level concentration of the BA to the new General Education requirements. Specifically, the course requirements for the ELED BA have been revised to reflect the following changes: 
• ELED majors are no longer required to take a second language or an AQSR course; 	Comment by Abbotson, Susan C. W.: No students are, which would be a more accurate statement (this is not just an ELED thing).
• POL 102 will count as the Social Behavioral General Education course; 	Comment by Abbotson, Susan C. W.: Hasn’t it always done that? But also GEOG 200 is another option—as you still have that in the program, too as an alternative to POL 102.
• FNED 246 will count as the recommended Connections course 
(POL 102 and FNED 246 remain required courses in the program, but will now fulfill General education requirements.) 	Comment by Abbotson, Susan C. W.: Not yet it can’t—UCC cannot approve this proposal with that comment until FNED has been approved as a CONN course.	Comment by Abbotson, Susan C. W.: Again—POL 102 always has been able to count. Just as CEP 215 can—either one can be used as the “elective”…
• CEP 215 may count as the General Education Elective. 
(CEP 215 is a required course in the program but will now fulfill a General Education requirement.)
2. Decrease the number of credits and semesters so that these programs are 120 credits and can be completed in four years. This proposed change will allow Elementary Education majors to be eligible for the Hope Scholarship. Specifically, the following changes are proposed: 
· decrease the number of required content credits in General Science to 21, or five content courses, as required by the Rhode Island Department of Education (RIDE) and in science content recommended by the Next Generation Science Standards (NGSS); 	Comment by Abbotson, Susan C. W.: Isn’t this 20?
· and remove ELED 330, a two-credit course, from the required program courses.  Course content is now integrated into ELED 437.  The required course was also deleted because it necessitated early spring or summer coursework.	Comment by Abbotson, Susan C. W.: Is now or will be integrated—will this need any course revision proposal?  Also, the ELED 330 is a course also currently required by Math, so you cannot delete it without them also being in agreement (which they may be, but I have had no proposal from them as yet).

You also, in the catalog copy have this section go down by five credits in the total but this is only a 2 credit course. Is that an error, or was the plan to delete something else?
