1. We would like to include CONNECTIONS courses, GEND 261 Resisting Authority: Girls of Fictional Futures and GEND 262 Lights, Camera, Gender! as restricted electives for Gender and Women’s Studies major and minor and for Queer Studies minor.  With the new changes in the Gen Ed curriculum, CONN courses can be counted in the major.  The program would like to make this explicit to students and include the courses in the list of electives. Only 2 Connections courses can count towards the major /minors.

2. Change title of GEND 461W Seminar in Race, Gender, and Class to GEND 461W Senior Seminar.  As all GENDER courses are intersectional in their approach the current title fails to designate the specific subject of the course or the purpose and is too restrictive in its implication.  SENIOR SEMINAR indicates the course’s purpose and allows content in a specific subject.  The topics could include global women’s history, contemporary women’s struggles or particular nations, issues or historical eras.   Also changing the schedule of the course from spring semester to “As needed” to allow for more flexibility in scheduling. The description will also be slightly revised to reflect these changes.

3. Change GEND 261 Resisting Authority: Girls of Fictional Futures to “As needed” as we are not able to offer this course on a more regular basis.
